From the South

Option 1: (green) Take the Swansea exit off the Freeway and approaching the city at Merewether,
the Highway becomes City Road and then Gordon Avenue. At the bottom of the hill turn right at
the lights into Glebe Road and approximately 1km on, turn left at Union Street in The Junction.

Option2: (pink then red) Continue down the Freeway, take the Newcastle exit and follow the signs
which will bring you into the city on King Street. Turn right into Union Street at the Newcastle
Permanent building (after McDonalds).

From the West and North

(pale blue then red) Entering via the New England Highway, turn left onto Industrial Drive and
follow the road straight through, right into the city. After crossing the railway line, turn left into King
Street at the second set of lights and right into Union Street at the Newcastle Permanent building
(after McDonalds).

From Port Stephens
(pale blue then red) If visiting from the Port Stephens area, turn left on Industrial drive and follow
the road into the city as with the instructions above ‘From the West and North’.
